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Course Description
If the 20th century was the “American Century,” the 21st may turn out to be the “Chinese Century”. How did China become what it is today? Will China continue to rise to be the next superpower? If it does, what economic and political changes will happen to the rest of the world? Does the rise of China represent a military threat, a competing set of values, an opportunity, or some combination of the three? In this course, we will examine how China's dramatic ascendance as a global power will affect the rest of the world.

Class Format

Lecture will be the primary format, which will be complemented by video watching and in-class symposium/debate. Each and every student will have make one presentation in the in-class symposium or debate. At the end of the semester, the student submits a final paper of seminar quality that builds on his or her presentation. The final paper should be 12-15 pages in length including footnotes and references but excluding the cover page (1.5 spaces, 1” margin on all sides, 12 point Times New Roman font). Technical details of the paper will be provided separately.
